Rowden, who has aso publicly commented about the work the Fox Lake Village
Board has done for the goose and duck fowl problem on Wooster Lake, said the Round
Lake Village Board was out of line by approving the measure to outlaw wakes.

“We're kind of dumbfounded that Round L ake did this without any prior notice or
anything,” Rowden said.

Rowden proceeded to question the board as to how many of the members had ever
personally been on Wooster Lake and if the village had ever made an attempt to
contact homeowners on the lake. Trustee Patti Blauvelt countered by saying the
feedback from bottom owners in the area was extremely positive.

“Since we did pass that, | have never received so many e-mails thanking us for that
measure,” Blauvelt said.

Gentes added that he had not only been to Wooster Lake, but also received resounding
approval of the measure.

“Quite frankly, the majority of the citizens who suggested this are bottom owners,”

Gentes said. “The trustees felt so strongly about this they waived a second review and
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the response has been overwhelmingly positive for what we did.”
